Mayor Henry led the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.


Motion by Liggins, seconded by Rich to approve the minutes of the Regular Session meeting of March 1, 2022, and the minutes of the Closed Session meeting of March 1, 2022.  Motion passed unanimously by ayes.

Motion by Irick, seconded by Liggins to approve the bills presented for payment. Motion passed unanimously by ayes.

There were no Travel/Training Requests.




There were no additions or deletions to the agenda.







Irick presented Proclamations by the Mayor to members of the Butler High School Wrestling Team for their recent achievements.  He gave an appreciation speech and applauded their perseverance for their accomplishments.  March 15, 2022 was declared Butler Bears Wrestling Day.
Mallatt also commented that the parents and coaches were also a blessing.

Pat Simons came before council with a complaint that Stuart Street was not plowed in a timely manner after the last snowstorm.  Rich noted that the City has a plan on when and where to plow the streets.  Primary streets are done first, and then secondary streets are next.  Mr. Simons understood that Stuart Street was a secondary street but thought that all the other secondary streets in his neighborhood had been plowed and his was not.  West replied that he would address this issue with the Public Works Director and the Street Foreman.  He added that there was no need for Mr. Simons to procure a contractor to get it plowed.




No report was given.




Mallatt reported that there were not enough members at the meeting for a quorum.  They did talk about the progress of the building of the Inclusive Park and thought that it would turn out nicely.  They also tabled a discussion on what to do with the old pool building and whether putting a new roof on it would be justifiable.



West shared that he and the Public Works Director had determined that the Allgeier, Martin Engineering report covered everything that they were asked for.  He added that we should stick with our contracted firm.  Council agreed that we need to make it clear to them exactly what the City needs.  They want to know whether it is sound enough to do any improvements to this building.  



At 7:30 pm, Mayor Henry opening a Public Hearing for the 2022-2023 Budget.  There were no comments by the public and none by the Council members.  The meeting was closed at 7:31 pm.

Deputy City Clerk Alexander mentioned that we had received a Thank You card from Scott and Julie Bitner for the memorial stone the City sent for Julie’s mother.


Police Chief Jerret Wheatley announced that the Bates County Sheriff’s office was interested in sharing our shooting range at the Fairgrounds.  They have machinery, equipment, and funding as well as instructors to use that will improve the grounds and certify the policemen.  Chief Wheatley asked for a Butler Facilities Meeting where he can present the plans.

Chief Wheatly also made a capital request to purchase radars to be included in this year’s budget.  Councilman Young made a motion to approve the purchase of radars in the amount of $7,000.00 and include in this year’s budget.  The motion was seconded by Irick.  Motion was unanimously approved by an Aye vote.

Attorney Hernandez declared there was nothing substantive to report.

Mayor Henry extended his condolences to the Shobe family for their loss.  He had also gone by the inclusive park and thought that it was going up fast.  Henry commended the Street Department for clearing the streets of the last snow.  He had also noticed that the Electric Department was out trimming trees and that all the other City crews were busy.



Expressed his appreciation for the excellent job done by the street department on the snow removal and all City department employees.

Echoed Councilman Rich’s comments on the City employees.  He saw everyone out working.  Young is also checking out the new Inclusive Park as he lives nearby.

Extended heartfelt condolences to Corey Snead and the Shobe family.  She also commented that it was great to see the presence of the workers and the Police in the City.

Called a meeting for the City Facilities Committee to convene on April 5, 2022, at 6:00 pm.  Irick also sent his condolences to the Betty Alvis family on their loss.  He also commended the first responders for going.
Indicated that he had several people ask about the ball fields at the park.  Douty asked who decides how and when the ball fields are maintained because these had not been touched yet.  He thought that the fields were dangerous for little kids in their present condition.  Liggins questioned if the some of the Cemetery crew could help the Parks Department.

Nothing to report.

Responded to the question about the Cemetery Department helping the Parks Department.  He suggested the Public Works Director check this out.  Mallatt also invited Douty to come to the next Park Board Commission meeting held on the second Thursdays of the month at Noon at City Hall.  Mr. Douty indicated that he would.  West will visit with the Parks Superintendent and the Public Works Director about the fields.




Public Works Director Trent Diehl sent a memorandum requesting funds for facility and equipment repairs and or replacement.

There were two bids for the Backwash Pump Soft Start.  One from Curtis Instrumentation for $6,758.50 and another from Douglas Pump at $8,139.00. 

Motion made by Mallatt and seconded by Young to purchase the Soft Start from Curtis Instrumentation for $6,758.50.  Motion passed unanimously with an Aye. 


Water Plant staff obtained bids to replace the current spectrophotometer.  The first bid is from USA Blue Book in the amount of $5,860.53 and the second was from HACH Co for $6,151.04.

Motion made by Liggins and seconded by Young to purchase the DR 3900 Spectrophotometer from USA Blue Book in the amount of $5,860.53.  Motion passed unanimously with an Aye.


The Lead Operator at the Wastewater Treatment Plant requested funds to replace two of the four floatation tires on the back of the sludge truck.  He procured four bids as follows:

ROTA Diesel Repair…..$7,124.80
Rhyno Tire…..$6,700.00
Don’s Tire & Service Center…..$6,020.00
Right Choice Truck & Tire…..$5,932.68
Motion made by Young and seconded by Randalls to purchase the tires from Right Choice Truck & Tires in the amount of $5,932.68.  Motion passed by Aye, except for Irick who abstained from voting.

Scott Bitner, the Parks, and Recreation Superintendent, requested funds to replace the sunshades at the Aquatic Center to be included in this year’s budget.  It was noted that he has the material for other shades that he will install.
There was only one bid submitted from Solar Shade USA in the amount of $13,250.00.  He was still waiting for one from Kansas City Tent and Awning Co.

Motion made by Young and seconded by Irick to purchase the Aquatic Center Sun Shades from Solar Shade USA in the amount of $13,250.00 to be included in this year’s budget.  Motion passed unanimously by Ayes.



Doug Mager asked how much is the new budget?

Mike West replied that the amount is $13,696,695.00,
