A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF BUTLER FOR FILING A PROGRAM APPLICATION WITH THE MISSOURI DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION, UNDER THE TRANSPORTATION ALTERNATIVES PROGRAM (TAP) FOR THE PURPOSE OF EXPANDING/IMPROVING THE CITY’S SIDEWALK SYSTEM
Due to the expense of the grant totaling $600,000.00 and the city would need to match $212,000.00. It was decided to no pursue this grant application at this time.
