[bookmark: _Hlk508882280]Pat Simons came before City council to discuss the matter of a car port on his property at 110 W. Dakota. Pat Simons feels that he has been lied to by the City Administrator in the matter of needing a building permit for the car port. That he was told all he needed was to purchase a business license. Mr. Simons is working with the company Tri-State to sell the car ports. The car port that is located on Mr. Simon’s property is just a model for people to look at. Chief Bennett informed Mr. Simons that he would need to have a building permit for the car port. This has caused confusion because Mr. Simons feels that the City Administrator told him the opposite. The City Administrator stated she did advise Mr. Simons from the beginning that he would need a building permit for the car port that he was putting up on his property. Tri-State did obtain the necessary building permit and business license that was needed. Mr. Simons left the meeting before any discussion could be had about the situation. Councilman Hall suggested that we have a flyer or pamphlet on the rules and procedures for building permits.      

The County Commissioners met with City Council to talk about the Economic Development program. The Parks Department has requested to purchase new mowers instead of buying a new truck this budget year. Koehn also reported that she has looked into AMI (Advanced Metering Infrastructure) water and electric meters for the city. The cost for 2,400 meters and run 4.71 miles of fiber would cost $1,185,000.00. This is lower than what Koehn had expected. Koehn also brought up that we need new roofs at the Fire Department, City Hall, Water Plant, Light Plant and Cemetery.

Valuations for both properties and title searches have been completed. Waivers of Just Compensation have been sent to both property owners Koehn is waiting to hear back from them.  Also waiting on City Council to move forward with the adjacent property in some manner.

Received information from our engineer and they have about 2 weeks left on the sewer study and will hopefully be presenting something to City Council in February.   

The hearing for 606 W. Vine St. was held November 20th at 10am at City Hall.  The finding of fact was posted according to code and the deadline for abatement is Jan 21st. 

RFQs went out to contractors.  It will be in the paper and is on the City’s website and on Facebook.   

The Planning Commission will be holding a public hearing on Tuesday Jan 8th.  A representative from CVR will be available via phone to explain and answer any questions that the Commission, Council or public might have.  I am encouraging City Council to attend the Planning Commission meeting. If the resolution is approved at the meeting, the ordinance will be in front of Council at the Jan 15th meeting.  

Koehn has asked for our engineers to come up with a conceptual design and cost estimate to serve the City of Butler with an AMI system to serve the electric and water customers.  They included 2,400 meters for each system (a little more than we actually have) and 150 three phase meters.                                                    TOTAL PROJECT ESTIMATE = $1,185,000.  This includes 4.17 miles of fiber backbone. 

The Public Works Director and Electric Foreman will be assessing the electrical circuits to see what areas the City can tree trim and what areas they will need to contract out.  The hope is to minimize the cost as much as possible with City staff.
