The City’s Engineer Kurt Higgins came before council to talk about the WWTP Facility Plan that was just completed and AMI. Eric DeGrusan was introduced to talk about the WWTP Facility Plan since he was in charge of the study. The current WWTP has a significant inflow and infiltration (I&I) contributions. While the I&I are currently treated by the plant, the operating permit requires the City to put forth and effort to identify and reduce I&I in their collection. That basin 3A appears to have the most serve I&I problems. Acoustic sounding, manhole inspections and smoke testing was done and revealed several deficiencies. Additional investigations should be done on all the basins to continue identifying and correcting defects in the system that are contributing to the I&I problem. Total cost of improvements that are needed is estimated around $2,723,732.00. DNR does have loans and grants that the City can apply for to help with cost. 

Higgins went on to talk about Advance Metering Infrastructure (AMI) this technology allows two-way communication between electric and water meters. The City is currently looking into this technology to replace the current meters we have. 

Zelda Coleman came before City Council to talk about her property at 606 W. Vine. City Administrator has made the decision that the property is a dangerous structure and needs to be torn down. Ms. Coleman had until January 21 to make improvements to the house and it was not completed. Ms. Coleman currently has a buyer for the house and has been working on cleaning it up. Ms. Coleman stated that the renters had not moved out of the house and she could not do anything to the property. Rottgers did advise Ms. Coleman that the time has come and gone for the house to be repaired and meet standards. At this time according the only appeal Ms. Coleman has is by going through the court system.

The Public Works Director and Electric Foreman will be assessing the electrical circuits to see what areas the City can tree trim and what areas they will need to contract out.  The hope is to minimize the cost as much as possible with City staff.

We were told that the temperature needs to be around 40 degrees for best results.  We have reached out to a contractor to attend a City Council meeting or work session to answer any questions or concerns regarding this new material that we are looking at for our facilities. City Staff feels that it is in the best interest of the City to do this due to the lack of knowledge regarding this material.  

Koehn reported that she toured the Fire Station and there are several areas that need repair work immediately. Koehn reported that these areas have been fixed temporally.  

We did receive another bid for tree trimming; however it was not what we are looking for. We are looking for a 15ft cut from ground to sky. We will be starting on East Pine water lines very soon.
