Tonya Williams who is President of Electric City Downtown (ECD) came before City Council. Mrs. Williams wanted to give City Council an update on what Electric City Downtown had been doing over the last year. ECD will be kicking off their new year on February 26 at 6:00 p.m. with a Cocktails and Conversation meeting at Union Restaurant and Public House. This event is a social to bring people in the community and business owners together to talk about our square and downtown. ECD is also working on a grant for a farm to table event that will be held on the square. ECD also received the “My Community Matters” grant only ten of these grants are awarded in the state. Mrs. Williams thanked City Council for their continue support of ECD and invited them all to the social on February 26.  
Went over the 2019-2020 budget. 

Brown reported that Planning Commission met on February 7th. During the meeting they discussed car ports, driveways and annexation. They also started going over the sub division regulations. 
Koehn reported that the Park Commission did not have quorum for the meeting. 
Henry reported that they met on February 18th. They talked about nuisance issues that are affecting the community

Annual Elected Officials Training will be coming up soon. The changes that will need to happen with medical marijuana. 


Koehn has asked our City Attorney to reach out to the attorney for KK Real Estate and the lien holder. Conversations have been had with both parties and nothing has been decided. Koehn has sent in a request for an extension on Jan 16th but have not heard back from the State. Koehn’s contact is out on medical leave and they are very short staffed. Koehn did speak to another staff member in the office, and she was assured that as soon as the contact returns to the office, Koehn will be contacted.  The 4th quarter and annual reports have also been submitted.  
Koehn advise City Council the final report that was sent to DNR.  City Council should start planning for the revenue stream that it is going to take to make the necessary improvements.  In the interim, the proposed plan is to use the 300,000 that is left from the MAMU lease/purchase for I&I (rolled in with our Capital One) to start on the recommended tests/improvements/repairs that you see on the Engineer’s report.  We will be discussing funding options for the future over the next two budget years

The Public Works Director and Electric Foreman have been assessing the electrical circuits to see what areas the City can trim and what areas they will need to contract out.  The hope is to minimize the cost as much as possible with City forces.  City Staff has continued to work on this project to gather more bids and more information regarding how the trimming should be done.  Ground to sky and 15-foot clearance are the two options that staff has considered and talked to contractors about. Motion by Garnett to move the discussion of tree trimming to the City Owned Facilities Committee, seconded by Stark. Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.

During the discussion about the Demolition project it was brought up that we should go with two contractors and not just one like was previously decided on. That both contractors do good work and have done work for the city and both should be able to bid on the houses. This way the City is not locked into one price by one contractor. Motion by Brown to rescind the vote on the RFQ’s on the demolition project and reconsiders the matter at the next City Council meeting, seconded by Garnett. Motion passes with a 6-1 vote.  

We are continuing to gather roof bids for the various city facilities, including an additional bid for a pitched roof for the Fire Station.  City Council approved a scan of the Fire Station roof to check for moisture.  The scan was completed, and the results are in your packet. Motion by Irick to hire an engineer to look at the Fire Station roof so a determination can be made on what is the best way to move forward with it, seconded by Stark. Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.
