Kermit Kauffman from the Bates County Fair Board came before City Council to discuss the new building being built at the fairgrounds. The new building would be 60x200 and would include new restrooms and a kitchen. They would also needs some field dirt to make everything level with the building. The Fair Board wants to know if they can take some dirt from the South end of the fairgrounds. The Public Works Director has the backing of City Council to make this decision about the field dirt needed. Kauffman also stated they are still looking at trying to do a youth center at the fairgrounds as well.   

Went over the 2019-2020 budget discussing minimum wage and water rate. 

Irwin reported that the Airport Commission met on February 21, 2019. Talked about the current situations with hangar rentals at the airport. They are also looking to buying a new mower for the airport. Robert Crain from Burns & McDonnell was at the meeting to talk about future project plans. 

 
The last City Council meeting a motion was made to rescind the contract for Sutton Construction to handle the demolition projects. City Council has decided to put a list of houses out and let both DWD and Sutton bid on the houses. Motion by Jett to approve DWD and Sutton Construction for the demolition project, seconded by Stark. Motion passes with a 7-1 vote.   

The Water Plant roof has one company stating we need to do a complete tear off. The other company still needs time to examine the building. Still need time to investigate the situation at the Water Plant. 

The Fire Station had a report done by our engineer and felt that the building overall was in good shape and worth doing the repairs to the building.
