That Farmers Insurance was the only company that had presented heath insurance bids by the proper date of March 15, 2019 by 3:00 p.m. That Cook Insurance did not present a bid until the following Monday after they had been contacted. Diehl read the email that was sent by Mary Jo Cook that did advise all companies that only the property, liability, and auto had been extended. The health insurance would still be due by March 15, 2019; Diehl even contacted City Hall to make sure that this was still the case. Diehl felt that her bid was disrespected and that people were unprofessional during her presentation. Diehl feels that she has caught current mistakes with the policy and had been called upon several times by the City Administrator to provide guidance and answer questions. Diehl is asking that City Council reconsider the health insurance bid due to the fact her bid was the only one on time.

The City still needed to make a decision about the property, liability and auto insurance. Charles Rush from Cook Insurance presented his proposal before City Council. That he has always tried to make sure those properties and automobiles are up-to-date and correct on coverage. Some of the older buildings cost more to replace and put them on replacement cost coverage. That the city has failed to get Cook Insurance the values that are needed for some properties that are not insured properly. Rush assured City Council that fixing missing properties or deleting ones can be fixed very easily. 
Diehl from Farmers Insurance came before City Council and presented her proposal. Diehl did not feel that the values are correct on buildings and property owned by the city. Those locations on the policy were incorrect and that we need to insure to value. 
Snead did suggest that whoever does get the bid that we stay with Missouri Rural Services because of the time crunch we are in. We do not want to have a lapse in our coverage. Both parties can write policies for Missouri Rural Services.
