Motion by Brown, seconded by Irick to approve the minutes of the April 16, 2019 Regular Session, the minutes of the April 16, 2019 Closed Session and
the minutes of the April 16, 2019 Special Session. Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.

Motion by Irick, seconded by Garnett to approve the bills presented for payment. Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.



Motion by Brown, seconded by Irick to approve the addition to the agenda for board appointments and council committee assignments by the Mayor. Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.

Asked for permission to hold the annual Relay for Life on the City Square.  Snead informed the council that she had completed the Event Application and that it had been approved by the Event Committee.  Motion by Irick, seconded by Cook to approve the request. Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.

Requested City Council to consider making the Old Pool Building a play place for kids with disabilities or a quiet place for kids with sensory needs.  Snead gave a reminder that Council had talked about it several years ago and passed a resolution for this.  Council had also directed the monies collected from business licenses go toward the Park.  Malan volunteered to reach out to organizations in town to support this project.

Requested City Council approve the use of the fairgrounds for the Bates County Health Foundation Car Show to be held October 6th, 2019 from noon to 4pm.  Snead reported that he had submitted the Event Application to the Event Committee, and they had approved the request.  Motion by Irick, seconded by Cook to approve the request.  Motion passed by a show of hands.


Snead reported that Allgeier, Martin Associates had come to the Council Work Session to discuss oxygen levels in the water.  2019-2020 goals and objectives were also deliberated.

These bags should only contain leaves and weigh no more than forty pounds.  Citizens must call in to City Hall by Thursday in order to get them picked up.  Motion to approve the policy made by Diehl, seconded by Irick.  Motion passed by a show of hands.

Resolution 442.  Kaysinger Basin Regional Planning Commission Resolution of Membership.
Snead explained that this resolution is to approve the annual request for membership to the KBRPC.  This commission can assist the City with economic development programs, grant writing, and resource people for businesses.  Among other things they can also help with transportation planning, comprehensive planning and demolition projects.  Lauber mentioned that State statutes have established regional commissions and that we are assigned to KBRC here.

Snead announced that the 2019 Street Project is moving forward.  Little Joe’s Asphalt will start work on May 20th, tentatively.  There will be a pre-construction meeting on May 9th or 10th to discuss the project.  Where they start may change.  
DNR will be doing an annual inspection of the petroleum storage tank at the Butler Memorial Airport.
Shawn Johnson from the Missouri Partnership will be coming to speak with City Council on May 21, 2019 at 6:00pm.  The Missouri Partnership helps cities attract new businesses to the community and economic development.  They can help us on what businesses are looking for and what we can do to attract them to Butler.
DNR sent us a let about the low dissolved oxygen total maximum daily load (TMDL) for Mound Branch.  TMDLs provide a calculation of the maximum pollutant load that a water body can incorporate and still meet water quality standards.  The Waste Water Treatment Plant could be the cause of the low oxygen levels for Mound Branch.  Kurt Higgins, our engineer, is responding back to DNR about this situation. 
We have approximately 10 acres across the street from the Butler Country Club on South Main Street.  In the years past, the Butler Country Club and High School Golf Team used this space as a practice range.  There will no longer be using this ground.  Snead placed an invitation for mowing bids on this property.  They are due back by Friday, May 17, 2019.
Mo-Kan has the roof bid for the Light Plant and City Hall.  They started work on the Light Plant by cleaning and power washing.  Since there has been so much rain, City Hall has been experiencing major leaking.  Mo-Kan will wait for things to dry up and will finish City Hall first before they apply the spray foam at the Light Plant.
Snead asked City Council for a decision on when to put the 1% Sales Tax on the ballot and how to promote it.  Irick suggested putting it on the November ballot and Diehl suggested promoting this at a Town Hall meeting.  The general consent was to act on the ideas submitted by Irick and Diehl.
Snead suggested that Council do a Town Hall meeting on June 3 or June 10 of 2019.  He thought that it would give plenty of time to plan and advertise this meeting to the community.  He also submitted that it be done a neutral location such as the High School auditorium. Council agreed to have Snead schedule and advertise the event on June 3rd, 2019 at 7:00pm at the High School auditorium.
Snead announced that the Missouri Municipal League will be doing an Elected Officials Training on June 6 and 7, 2019.  Anyone interested in attending should let him know.
Beshore announced that they had received a grant check for overtime and that they will receive another one around May 20th, 2019.
Announced that there will be the last Councilmen’s training session meeting that they present in Windsor on May 10th, 2019 from 9am to 2pm.
Nothing to report.
Boyd reported that there was a good response on the City-wide Cleanup.  He is currently working on several abatements and demolitions.  He is coordinating activities between property owners and contractors.
Bennett gave a report on the Fire Department activities for last month.  He commended our Police Chief for his professionalism and direction at the incident at the Recreation Lake.  He reported that the roof still leaks.
Henry announced that he had assigned Council Members to Committees for this year.

Reported that he had taken some special needs kids to the Fire Department on a tour.  He commended staff for being very accommodating to their needs.
Diehl also spoke well of the professionalism of our Police Chief and staff.
Asked if we had received bids on the concession stands.  Snead replied that the bids were not turned in on time for this meeting.  There will be a report at the next council meeting.  Snead also responded to Nitsche’s question about business license qualifications and indicated that we were getting along well with issuing them.
Nothing to report.
Related that she was proud of our City Utility trucks for keeping the streets free of debris, especially with all the storms we are having.
Reported that he had one call about brush issues from tree trimming.  He indicated that this issue had been cleared up.

Henry presented a list of names for appointments to commissions and committees.  He nominated Kent Long to the Airport Commission; Randy Wacker to the Planning Commission; Randy Wacker to the Zoning Board;  Kathleen Busick to the Park Commission and Travis Myers to the Planning Commission.  Motion was made by Irick, seconded by Brown to accept the people appointed.  Motion passed by a show of hands.
