Others present were Acting City Administrator Corey Snead, Deputy City Clerk Gayle Alexander, Code Enforcement Officer Brian Boyd, Police Lieutenant Jerret Wheatley, Fire Chief Jason Bennett, and Attorney Julian Heartner.

Motion by Irick, seconded by Garnett to approve the minutes of the May 7, 2019 Regular Session, and minutes of the May 7, 2019 Closed Session meetings.  Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.

Motion by Brown, seconded by Garnett to approve the bills presented for payment. Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.



Motion by Brown, seconded by Newkirk to approve the addition to the agenda of Pay Adjustments. Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.




Asked for permission to hold an Alumni Parade by the Butler Alumni Association on the City Square on May 25, 2019 beginning at 10:00 am.  Snead informed the council that she had completed the Special Event Application and that it had been approved by the Event Committee.  Motion by Diehl, seconded by Hall to approve the request. Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.



Shawn Johnson from the Missouri Partnership spoke to Council on May 21, 2019 at 6:00 pm.  This Partnership helps cities attract new businesses and could help us on what businesses are looking for and what we could do to attract them to Butler.





Snead reported that they went over the medical marijuana policies and procedures needed by the City.  They were looking at requiring Zoning settings and perhaps conditional use permits requirements.  Two Ordinances are being presented to Council this evening.





[bookmark: _Hlk508882280]Henry sent this policy to the City Owned Facilities committee for review.  The date and time of the meeting is to be announced.

Resolution 443.  A resolution of the City of Butler, Missouri adopting the Bates County Hazard Mitigation Plan.
Henry explained that this resolution is to approve the adoption of the Bates County Hazard Mitigation Plan.  This plan is presented every 5 years and is approved by FEMA.  One of the benefits of the plan is the ability to apply for grants.
Motion made by Garnett, seconded by Brown to adopt the Bates County Hazard Mitigation Plan Resolution 443.  Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BUTLER, MISSOURI, AMENDING CHAPTER 14, ARTICLE I, BY AMENDING SECTIONS 14-2 AND 14-6, ENACTING SECTIONS 14-7, 14-8, AND 14-9 AND AMENDING CHAPTER 23, ARTICLE V, SECTION 23-106(a) OF THE BUTLER CITY CODE REGARDING MEDICAL MARIJUANA.
Snead requested a first reading only on this ordinance.  He informed Council that this bill amends the current ordinance in place.  He requested Council take time to read and consider it.

Motion by Brown, seconded by Newkirk for first reading by title only of
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BUTLER, MISSOURI, AMENDING CHAPTER 14, ARTICLE I, BY AMENDING SECTIONS 14-2 AND 14-6, ENACTING SECTIONS 14-7, 14-8, AND 14-9 AND AMENDING CHAPTER 23, ARTICLE V, SECTION 23-106(a) OF THE BUTLER CITY CODE REGARDING MEDICAL MARIJUANA.

Snead reported that he had met with the Public Works Director, the Street Department Foreman and Little Joe’s Asphalt, Inc.  for a pre-construction briefing.  They estimated milling the streets would begin on May 28th and paving around the first or second week in June.  The Water Department has already been raising the manholes in the streets in preparation on the construction.  They also thought that we may be able to do an extra street on the project due to over-estimates on the tonnage.  Little Joe’s will investigate this scenario.
The Land and Conservation Agency wants the City to keep the grant and are willing to work with us.  They are still willing to match what funds we put up.   There is a list of businesses who would donate manpower and supplies toward this project and Snead would reach out to them.  Whatever he raises with the private sector would count as a match by the Agency.  Snead asked Council if they wanted to scale back significantly on the scope of the project and save some of the money budgeted for this project.  Consensus given by Council to cap the expenditures at $20,000.00 and to take the sign down.
Snead reported that Dan Vogel of Cunningham, Vogel and Rost had contacted him about extending our tolling agreement.  This agreement is with telecommunication companies who have grossly underpaid their gross receipts license tax to the City.  We, along with other municipalities, are currently in litigation over this matter.  Because Vogel does not expect a ruling from the Missouri Supreme Court until later this year, Snead extended the tolling agreement with the telecommunication companies.  He signed the extension of this agreement until May 31, 2020 in accordance with Ordinance 1069 that granted this power to act on this tolling agreement.  Diehl commented that there are residents who do not have good service, or good connections.  This issue was delegated to the Community Development Committee to find ways to reach out to our businesses that we are doing something about this and try to keep businesses here.  The date the committee to meet is to be announced.
Snead announced that Allgeier Martin is working with Geosyntec on the oxygen level response and implementation plans for the TMDL Amendment due Friday, May 24th, 2019 to the DNR.  He will inform City Council on further updates as he receives them.
Snead announced that promotion of the Town Hall Meeting scheduled for June 3rd at the Butler High School is being advertised.  He currently has had flyers made and run ads in the paper, radio and Mid America Live.  Mayor Henry and Councilwoman Diehl have also recorded a radio spot about the meeting.  The Council came to a consensus that they meet on Tuesday, May 28th at 5:30pm in order to prepare for this meeting.
Snead reported that Cook Insurance issued a refund check in the amount of $2,898.00 for overpayment of the premium on the building at 710 Roberta Road.  This had been brought to Rush’s attention during the insurance bids.
Snead apprised Council on the current rates that the City pays for employees who are given allowances for meals while attending training.  Currently we are below the standard rates allowed by the U.S. General Services Administration per diem.  He recommended that in the next budget year to look at raising the meal rates we pay to the employees.

Nothing to report.
Nothing to report.
Snead reported that City Hall had several leaks at City Hall.  Mo-Kan had been there yesterday to do power washing on the building.  This procedure caused up some clogged drains and helped cause leakage due to the rain.  Snead said that they would be back tomorrow to dry the wet areas and begin installing foam to seal them up.  
Boyd informed Council that he was currently doing abatements and issuing warrants.  He had been mowing and cleaning properties with tall grass and debris.  He thought that the City-Wide cleanup was a success.
Nothing to report.
Henry passed out a Thank You Card from the Family of Nell Wix for an angel ornament.  He announced that he would like to have a City Owned Facilities meeting before the next council meeting to talk about policies and to do something with the fire department’s roof.  Scheduled meeting time to be announced.

Announced that he had attended a meeting with Irick and Garnett about a potential hire for the economic development position.  He had also received a call from a person who would like to buy the millings of the streets that Little Joe’s Asphalt will be creating.

Thought that things around town looked much cleaner after the City-wide cleanup
Asked why the City maintains the ditches so many feet off the road and if it was different for privately owned properties.  Snead responded that we follow the policy contained in our current Code of Ordinances. 
Saw that the city workers were out and doing a good job.  He reported a big gulley in front of the new concession stand and asked that it be fixed.  Snead responded that he would check on it.  Nitsche was also curious about the status of demolitions slated for completion.  Snead reported that they were currently at a standstill due to issues between the customers and the contractors.  The customers consider the dumpster fees too high.
Reported that there were still black bags out on Pine and Maple streets.  This issue was delegated to the Codes Officer.  She indicated that she would like to visit the City’s plants and asked to schedule a time when all councilmen could go together.  Diehl also had questions on the new ordinances proposed.
Announced that he would be unable to attend the meeting on June 18th as he will be attending a conference.  He requested an addition to the Agenda under New Business to include a Job Offer.  Irick made the motion and Newkirk seconded it.  Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.   
Reported vandalism at the Park and asked that it be turned in to the Public Works Director for repairs.  He also wanted to discuss about the ball parks when the City Owned Facilities meet.   Brown suggested setting up a Personnel Committee to set parameters on what Council expects from employees and decide where they want to go.
Had attended the meeting with Newkirk and Irick and was impressed with the answers given at the interview.


Snead opened the two Hay Bids received for the 10 acres on South Main at 8:10 pm.  The first bid he opened was received on May 15th from Joani Duffield.  She bid $20.00 per acre for 3 years.  The second bid opened was received on May 17th from Randy Rader.  His bid was for $10.00 per acre for 3 years.  Irick made a motion to accept Joani Duffield’s bid of $20.00 per acre.  Garnett seconded and the motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.   
None presented at this time.

Bennett explained the needs this equipment.  Among numerous uses, it protects the firemen and can pinpoint locations.
There was one bid received for the Air Pack Tracker, and two bids submitted for the Monitor.  Motion made by Cook to accept the cheaper bid from Sentinel Emergency Solutions in the amount of $6,685.25 for the Monitor and Irick seconded.  The motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.   Motion was made by Brown to accept the bid from Feld fire for the Air Pack Tracker in the amount of $1,680.00 and Irick seconded.  Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.   

Wheatley requested a pay increase for the dispatchers currently on duty as an incentive to maintain the work force.  Council deliberated on how to pay for the increase.  Newkirk suggested that the Fire Department add $5,000.00 per year, the Water Department add $2,500.00 per year and the Electric Department add $2,500.00 per year in order to help cover the expense.  Snead indicated that the dispatching fee of $1,4400.00 per month received from Rich Hill should also go towards this expense.  Cook made a motion to increase the dispatchers pay to $12.30 per hour and implement the budgeting ideas.  Newkirk seconded.  Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.

Nitsche indicated that he would like to see an incentive given to the potential Economic Developer, besides the salary.  He suggested that there be a bonus given if a new company was to come to Butler.  Garnett made a motion to enter negotiations with the prospective candidate.  There was no second, so Garnett withdrew his motion. Heartner wanted to investigate the legality of the bonus incentive first.  Diehl made a motion to extend the job offer to the interviewee for the base salary agreed upon and up to $2,000.00 extra per year.  Motion was seconded by Garnett and the motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.   



Asked what the DNR was concerned about on the TMDL Amendment.  Snead explained that they were concerned about the low oxygen levels in our water.


There being no further business, motion by Brown to adjourn the regular session council meeting, seconded by Garnett. Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.  The meeting adjourned at 8:45 pm.
