Others present were Acting City Administrator Corey Snead, Deputy City Clerk Gayle Alexander, Code Enforcement Officer Brian Boyd, Police Chief Randy Beshore, Public Works Director Trent Diehl, Fire Chief Jason Bennett, and Attorney Julian Heartner.

Motion by Cook, seconded by Irick to approve the minutes of the May 21, 2019 Regular Session.  Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.

Motion by Garnett, seconded by Brown to approve the bills presented for payment. Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.

Motion by Brown, seconded by Irick to approve the Travel/Training requests.  Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.


There were no calls for additions or deletions to the Agenda.





Gave an update on the status of current construction at the Bates County Fairgrounds.  He announced that a Truck and Tractor Pull has been scheduled for June 14th and that a singer is scheduled for the June 15th.  Rain has delayed construction and after the fair they will resume.




Brown reported that the Personnel Board met June 4th and discussed the city administrator’s position.  He would like to have another meeting before the next council meeting on June 18th, 2019.

The City Owned Facilities Board also met on June 4th.  Brown indicated that they discussed personal vehicles and the concession stand at the ballpark.

Bill No 2019-10 and Bill No 2019-11 were taken off the agenda for consideration.  Attorney Heartner explained that there were significant changes to definitions by the State.  They recommended that the City wait for clarity from them.


Snead reported that the weather had pushed back construction on the Harrisonville plant which has delayed beginning on the project.  The asphalt company has us scheduled for milling to begin on June 19th, weather permitting.  As mentioned in the last meeting, the City is currently under-budget on this project.  Snead met with Kantor and Diehl, who recommended that the parking area on Dakota Street be done.  Motion was made by Irick and seconded by Newkirk that this be done.   Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.

Snead had two positive conversations this week about the grocery store search.  He is waiting for the store survey to be completed by Associated Wholesale Groceries.  He thought they he would hear something in the next couple of weeks.
There is a meeting with the DNR in Jefferson City on June 13th on the implementation of the TMDL Amendment.  Higgins of Allgeier Martin will go to this meeting and keep us informed.
Snead indicated that he had spoken with our City Attorney and they have an economic and community meeting plans that they could present to City Council.  Council Members gave a general consensus to have Lauber present and update Council on our incentive plans for prospective businesses.
Snead is currently looking at comprehensive time that the City is paying the employees.  His concerns are how to budget for these payments and pay discrepancies that arise for on call personnel.  He recommended that comp time be eliminated and budget for overtime pay.  Snead will get numbers together to present to Council for their consideration.
Beshore announced that they removed several dogs from a trailer in town to the Humane Society in St. Louis.  They had also rescued a baby fawn from a home and turned it over to the Conservation Department.  He was pleased to have four dispatchers now, two new officers in training and another new hire who will begin work soon.
Nothing to report.
Diehl mentioned that they were waiting on the weather to improve in order to work on projects.
Boyd revealed that he had new bids for two demolition projects that have the owner’s verbal agreements.  He indicated that the City’s portion of the bid is at the same price and less than the original bids. Motion was made by Irick, seconded by Nitsche to proceed with the demolitions.  Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.
Other issues that Boyd was concerned about were ditches, weeds, trees in the rights of way and dangerous intersections.  He wants to address these before there are any safety problems.

Bennett reported that the Fire Department had made 45 runs in the past month.  He stated that there would be a Storm Siren testing on June 5th.
Henry acknowledged that he was pleased with the Town Hall Meeting on June 3rd.  He thought that there were good exchanges with citizens and he was looking forward to scheduling another one.  He complimented the city workers for doing a good job at the cemetery.  The workers are doing well.


Echoed the sentiments of the mayor on the Town Hall Meeting.

Thought that Council did a good job at the Town Hall Meeting.  He suggested that the extra money in the budget for the Street Project go to fixing Pleasant Street.  He also called for a City Owned Facilities Meeting before the next City Council.
Liked the dialogue at the Town Hall Meeting with the Citizens.  He believed that this was a great step in working together.
Diehl also commented on the Town Hall Meeting.  If citizens have businesses here but do not live in town, they still have a voice that will be heard.
Complimented the departments for doing a good job.  He wants Council to schedule Town Hall Meetings in August and October.  He thought that follow up meetings would be beneficial for creating trust with the public.
Mentioned that he noticed the work on Pine Street is continuing.  He received call that Thompson and Vine still need work.  Hall expressed thanks for Council speaking up at the Town Hall Meeting and agreed that more meetings should be held.
Stated that she thought more meetings should be held to hear from the Citizens.  She was glad that the Police Department was staffed again.
He thought that the Town Hall Meeting went well, too, and would also like to do another one.
