Motion by Irick, seconded by Diehl to approve the minutes of the June 4, 2019 Regular Session.  Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.

There were no calls for additions or deletions to the Agenda.






Asked for permission to hold the Bates County Fair Parade on July 9, 2019.  He also asked for permission to hold beer sales in 3 tents from July 9 through the 14, 2019.  Snead informed Council that Kauffman had met with the Special Events Committee and was approved for both.  Motion made by Brown, seconded by Cook to approve both events.  Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.

Came to give a follow up on the Town Hall meeting.  She thanked Council for having the meeting and for all that they do.  She is hoping that the town will come together and work with Council.  She noted that issues she had noticed and turned in have been worked on.  She was appreciative of the work that Brian Boyd had done to make the town look better.  Callaway reported an issue with the bathrooms at the City Lake.  Snead apologized and will follow up on it in the morning.





Garnett reported that they had a lengthy discussion on trash pickup and the new contract pending for Bates County Disposal.


Brown related that they had discussed ball fields and concession stands, the Senior taxi, and the fire station roof.




Nitsche informed council that they had talked about the marijuana ordinance and had consulted with the Attorney on what the City could and could not do.  Snead added that by the second meeting in July, Council will have a zoning ordinance for this item.  They intend to begin discussions on Sub-divisions at the next Planning Commission meeting.

Snead reported that the airport is having trouble with the runway lights.  Chris Hall and Dennis Jacobs are looking into companies who will fix them.  They had also asked the street department to come and fill in the cracks on the runway.  Snead informed Council that the commission is looking at securing a grant for long term projects.  They thought that expanding the hangers for rent would help.

Snead related that they went over preparations for the current pool season.  Bitner reported that it was up and running.  The Trail of Memories needed more rock due to the rains we have received.  They were also considering new procedures for the concession stand.

Alexander reported that they discussed the Street Project that begins on June 19th.  They also talked about some dangerous intersections and noted that some of them had been rectified since last council meeting.

Snead announced that Lauber Law Firm is holding a free medical marijuana seminar on June 28 from 8:30am to 12:00pm.  He encouraged council to attend and to let him know by Friday, June 21st if going.

Milling on the street project will begin on June 19th and asphalt work will begin the following week.  The asphalt plant in Harrisonville is still not operational so now we are looking at getting the mix from Louisburg, Kansas.  Snead had talked with the Public Works Director and the Street Foreman about their concerns over the correct temperature at application.  They will be on site to make sure the mix will be correct.  There was also a discussion over what street to begin on or whether to hold off because of water mains by Nitsche and Diehl.  Snead indicated that that he would contact the Public Works Director before the milling began in the morning.  Other concerns voiced were over where the millings would go.  Newkirk indicated that he had a buyer for the material and Snead also added that the contractor would not get them.
Snead announced that we have a signed contract to proceed with the demolition of the house at 303 South Main with Keith and Tricia Morrow.  He thought that the house would come down next week.  He is still working on demos at 114 East Dakota and 106 South Havannah.
Snead revealed that auditors from Trout, Beeman and Company will be here June 19th through the 25th to do the financial audit of the 2018-2019 fiscal year.  In about two months they will make a formal presentation on the results to Council.
This year’s tax sale will be held on August 26, 2019 and Snead thought we would have roughly 15 properties that will be listed.  He will provide City Council with a complete list once everything is finalized.
Snead announced that the property at 206 North Fulton is to be sold to David Miller.  The City has incurred costs of $4,334.00 for demolition and mowing.  Mr. Miller is asking that City Council waive these fees that we have in special tax bills.  Snead advised Council to waive the $4,334.00 so that Mr. Miller can purchase the property.  There were discussions on how tax sales work and the advantages and disadvantages for waiving the fees.  Attorney Lauber suggested doing an agreement with Miller to reserve the right to get the abatement back if he does not keep the property clean.
The Light plant roof and City Hall’s roofs have been repaired.  It has quit leaking at City Hall per Snead.
Snead invited Council to participate in the Community Café scheduled September 24th at the Nazarene Church.  Council gave consensus to go and help.
The Lauber Law Firm is offering classes on Economic Development that will start in July.  They will be given in the evening for a total of 3 days.  Snead informed Council that they could learn of the tools available and would get help on setting up an incentive plan for businesses here in Butler.  He will coordinate with the Law firm on setting this up.

Mayor Henry reported that they were working on a Bates County Disaster Declaration and doing a damage assessment.  He is working with the County in order to get some re-imbursements of costs incurred by the rain.  This could cover expenses incurred for gravel, grader work, overtime pay and lines down and repaired.  The time covered is from April 29th through June 27th.  He is hoping to get a Declaration of Disaster for the City.

Nothing to report.
Mentioned that a house on Pine and Broadway has a dead tree and tall grass.  He asked Boyd to check it out.  He had also received a letter from a citizen concerned about the line of sight on North Main and Mill Streets.  He could not see oncoming traffic due to brush and tall grass.  Last year the Codes Officer had it mown.
Indicated that he was still receiving feedback from the Town Hall meeting.  He has received lots of comments from people who had watched the recorded meeting.  He was happy to see the street project beginning.
Is also still hearing feedback about the Town Hall meeting.  She had received a comment from a citizen who was concerned over having signs in the yard over nuisance violations.  She mentioned that she has a project in mind for getting some cleanup going in town and will say more on it later.
Had received a call from a resident who lived near Walmart.  They had concerns about trucks that ran all night and who also park in the street.  There was discussion about placing signs, more police enforcement and perhaps blocking the street.  Then a citizen in the audience spoke up and complained about parents who line up at the school to pick up the students.  Sargent Frost will refer this to the Police Chief.
He reported that work was being done on the ditch at Thompson street.  He noted that there is another one on Country Club Drive that has the same issue. 
Had received two calls about the aquatic exercise classes.  She was told there were rumors circulating that this class was closing.  Snead replied that there were no closings, but that the prices had been increased some.  Cook also reported that there were two trees that block the view on Fort Scott street.
Remarked that he had received two calls about ditches that had too much dirt cleaned out.  He had also received a report about a storm sewer drain that did not drain properly in the citizens yard.  He thought it needed a joint fixed.


Motion was made by Nitsche, seconded by Garnett to forgive the tax bill against 206 N Fulton for David Miller.  Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.
