Motion by Garnett, seconded by Cook to approve the minutes of the July 2, 2019 Regular Session meeting.  Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.

Snead informed council that the members of the City Owned Facilities Committee met and discussed looking for potential new fire/police station locations.  They also talked about helping the Senior Center take on the Taxi services on their own.    

Snead also reported on the work session meeting held.  Jana Rosier talked to council about economic development for the town and different programs that are available.





Nitsche gave a report on the Planning Commission meeting held July 9, 2019.  They had held a public hearing for zoning of medical marijuana.  They passed a resolution for council’s consideration.  There will be another public hearing at the City Council meeting for this zoning on August 6th.  Other topics discussed were grocery stores and junky houses.

Snead announced that the 2019 Street Project has been completed and the new roads are looking good.  Final samples of the road work are being tested to make sure that everything falls within specified guidelines.  He related that Little Joe’s did a good job.
Snead gave an update on houses that are scheduled for demolition.  He had talked with Lance Sargent, Danny Cox and John Wallace about their prospective housing demolitions.  There are currently 5 houses to be coming down soon.  Snead answered the pros and cons of going the route of dangerous structure processes versus the partnership program.  He had also received good feedback on the house that was torn down on Main Street.
Electric City Downtown has agreed to undertake buying or building a new billboard that is currently located on Highway 49.  Snead related that the organization will put some ideas together to present to council for their consideration.
Sheridan Garman-Neeman, the Executive Director of the Kaysinger Basin Regional Planning Commission will attend the City Council meeting on August 20, 2019 at 6:00 pm.  Snead requested city council members to let him know if they have questions that she could answer.

Snead informed council that there is a public hearing scheduled for the ordinance concerning Zoning of Medical Marijuana on August 6th.

Electric City Downtown will be holding a meeting at The Pennell called “Cocktails and Conversations” on July 18, 2019 starting at 6:00 pm.  Snead thought that this would be a good chance for business owners and community members to talk about the revitalization efforts for downtown Butler.  He will post a public meeting notice.

There will also be a networking meeting held on July 29, 2019 from 11:00 am to 1:00 pm held at The Pennell.  New Growth and Osage Valley will hold this meeting in order to talk about small business financing options.  Snead encouraged Council to RSVP him if they wanted to go.

Snead was notified by John Pursley that the current caretakers on the Trail of Memories will no longer sell any more benches or trees along this path.  Right now, no one is interested in taking up and carrying on this job.  Snead related that he had informed Mr. Pursley that we will continue to mow and maintain the trail that is on City property.

August 7, 14 and 15, 2019 are scheduled for Council Workshop Meetings in update our Economic Incentive Package.  Attorney Joe Lauber will attend and assist Council in the development of this policy.  There are three dates for the different sessions that are needed.  Snead will get notices out.

Snead related that Danny Rager from the MO Department of Transportation would like to hold a meeting on August 1st.  This meeting will be between Mo Dot, Representative Patricia Pike, the Mayor, Snead and interested Councilmen.  RSVP to Snead if interested.  Closing out of certain intersections will be discussed.

Snead has scheduled another Town Hall Meeting and reserved the High School Auditorium for August 12, 2019 at 7:00 pm.  Council determined what they would like to have on the Agenda for the meeting.  Snead is putting together a flyer for the meeting and will advertise the notice.

Snead will contact Spud Welston and invite him to speak before Council at the next scheduled meeting.  He will be encouraged to address any issues that he is currently dealing with.  Mr. Welston has indicated that he will forgo any kind of increase for services rendered and keep things just as they are for the next 3 years.

Mayor Henry revealed that he is still waiting on the notice from the Federal Government on the Disaster Declaration for Bates County.  He has not received any notice yet.  He thought that the Fairgrounds looked good for the Bates County Fair and that he thought that there was a good turnout for the event.  Mayor Henry presented a sign that the street department will post around the street project that was finished.  It will be about Sales Tax Dollars at work.

Said he had received compliments about the street project.  He thought that the paver had done a good job.  He had also received a complaint about a water issue, but after reporting it to Snead and Diehl that it was resolved quickly.  He appreciated their quick response.

Appreciated Trent’s memo on department updates.

Thought that the streets looked good.  He also thought that the houses that were torn down looked good.  He is considering ways to get the homeowners to re-invest or build again on the empty lots.

Also liked Trent’s report.  He had been receiving good reports on the street project.  Hall is concerned about expenses paid by public works that are spent on projects with the county.  He had received a complaint from truck drivers about tree limbs on the lines along the strip which is a State issue.

Has also received good reports on the streets.
Liked Trent’s memo.  He was glad to hear that the Watermain project is heading east.

No new business.



Asked for clarification on the purpose of the “Cocktails and Conversations” meeting to be held at The Pennell on July 18, 2019.  He also asked who our current sanitation contract is with.
Snead replied that the reason for the meeting is to talk about economic development for the City.  He also informed the media that our current sanitation contract is with Bates County Disposal.

There being no further business, motion by Newkirk to adjourn the regular session council meeting, seconded by Irick. Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.
