Corey Snead came forward on behalf of Robin Colburn to ask Council for permission to hold the annual Homecoming parade on October 4th.  He informed Council of the route of the parade and noted that Colburn had met with the Special Events Committee and that the members approved the event.  Motion made by Diehl, seconded by Garnett to approve the event.  Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands. 



Nitsche informed Council that the committee had met and talked to Charles Rush of Cook Insurance about the insurance values placed on buildings and vehicles.  There will be another meeting held with the City Administrator and the Public Works Director.  Nitsche related that Diehl had explained the Ratchet Demand concept very well.

Snead reported that Council has decided to hold another Town Hall meeting on September 30th at 7:00 pm at the High School Auditorium.  They hope to hold another one in October as well.  They discussed the 1% Sales Tax and how to get information on it out to the public before the November ballot.




Alexander notified Council that they had met on August 19th, but there was not a quorum present. The Tax Sale held at the courthouse was held on August 26, 2019.  Snead reported that of the 13 properties he placed for sale that two were sold.  The corner lot of Pine and Broadway brought $1,324.00 and the other corner lot of Pine and Broadway generated $222.00.

The Bates County Commissioners waived the $3,618.80 in back taxes owed on 1 East Dakota.  Snead also indicated that this property did not end up on the tax sale so no additional monies were charged against it.  He did mention that there needs to be a correction on the deed calling for an amendment to the title.  
Snead announced that there is meeting scheduled with Greg and Brad Henson on October 1st.  They will be discussing the purchase agreement on the Spec Building.

Snead had included a packet to Council on the Economic Incentives that had been discussed with Joe Lauber.  He asked Council to review it and to submit additions or changes that they would like to see.  If none are necessary, a resolution to approve the incentives will be presented at the next council meeting.

Butch Beeman from Troutt, Beeman & Company will be here at the October 1st Council Meeting.  He will present the results of the audit and answer any questions about it.

Snead informed Council that we are working on having another house demolished at 307 West Adams.

Snead had received two applications today for the Economic Developer position.  He mentioned that advertisements will be running another two weeks.

Tom Coker will begin appraisal work on the Fire and Police Stations in the next few weeks per Snead.  He had countered Council’s proposal to include City Hall at the price of $3,000.00 for all three buildings.  Council gave a general consensus to accept the counter offer.

City Council members are scheduled to do the Community Café on September 24, 2019 by 5:00 pm at the Nazarene Church.  Snead indicated that The Flaming Lantern will be making the spaghetti.  Council will need to come up with the salad, desserts and bread for about 85 people.

David Morse will come and speak with City Council on September 17, 2019.  He wants to attach an antenna to our water tower for his wireless internet company.

Snead requested City Council members to be ready to take a group picture before the next council meeting on October 1st.  This is for the Butler High School Yearbook.

Chief Beshore gave a report on a barricade/suicide call that they had received last Thursday.  The situation was resolved after two and a half hours when the person turned himself in.  The police sent him to the hospital for evaluation.  Beshore noted that they had received 2,320 calls last month and that 487 of them were for officer assistance.
