Snead announced that Council had discussed the upcoming Town Hall Meeting to be held at the Old High School on October 28, 2019 at 7:00 pm.  They also deliberated over the contracts for Bates County Disposal and the Water Tower Antenna.


Hall reported that the Finance Committee had met earlier this evening and that they had deliberated over several topics.  They went over the Fair Labor Standard Act, Incentive and Bonus Plans, the Contracts for City Administrator and Economic Developer, Animal Control and the Corner Lot plans.



Nitsche informed Council that the Commission had met on October 8th, and they had gone over the wording on Sub-Division regulations of the City.  The Public Works Director had attended the meeting and had helped with understanding some of the language used.  He indicated that the final draft is coming soon.

Brown had attended the meeting held on October 10th and gave a short report.  They discussed repairs that were needed for runway lights and hangers.  They also considered the option of purchasing a building for use.  He indicated that the Drainage Project had been completed.  They were concerned that Crop Dusters were using the runway and causing damage to it.

The meeting held on October 10th did not have the needed quorum needed in order to conduct business.  Snead indicated that they will hold a special commission assembly in November to get back on track and that they will go back to meeting monthly in hopes of getting better attendance.

BILL NO. 2019-20 ORDINANCE NO. 1107
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS 2-86 AND 2-87 OF THE BUTLER CITY CODE REGARDING THE DUTIES AND POWER OF CERTAIN APPOINTED IMPLOYEES.


Snead explained that this ordinance clarifies the City’s Code to agree with State Statutes on the duties of the City Administrator.  Instead of listing some benefits in the Ordinance, they can be tailored in the Contract of Employment to the individual.  This gives the City the ability to negotiate with the prospective employee.

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Snead and the Public Works Director will meet with Charles Rush next Tuesday to review the values assessed on vehicles and equipment for insurance purposes.  He is still waiting on the report to be given by the Loss Prevention Inspector on what he had found on September 25th.

Snead had sent out a memo last week to all Department Heads in order to begin planning for the 2020-2021 Budget Year.  He had set up a schedule of meetings beginning November 18th through the 20th in order to talk with them about what they will need for this coming year.  Some Council members indicated that they would like to see the actual lists and give some input on some things they would like included in the budget.

Snead mentioned that he had included in the Council’s packet the contracts pending approval for Morse Internet and Bates County Disposal.  He asked Council to review the agreements and share their concerns with him before the next Council Meeting.

Snead is beginning to look at our current ordinances and processes in place for Building Permits and Evaluations.  He is currently working with Joe Lauber, Jeremy Cover, Chief Bennett and Brian Boyd to bring a working document to share with City Council for their discussion and approval.

The Butler McDonald’s store has recently completed a major renovation to their store and will be holding a grand Reopening Ceremony.  They invited Council to join them on October, 16th at 5:00pm for the ribbon cutting ceremony.
