He is the writer and producer of this show and thought and that this would also help promote the City of Butler.  He brought a proposal for Council to look over and consider.  Mr. Albert asked for the use of the square from December 13 through December 15.  Snead informed Council that he had checked with the Police Department, the Fire Department and the Public Works director.  They had agreed that the dates requested would not be a problem.  Snead and Attorney Lauber added a waiver of release form to the request.

Hall reported that they had met with Charles Rush of Cook Insurance.  They are making sure that we have the right amount of insurance on City vehicles and buildings.  The Committee is currently going through the present list and verifying what is included and the values assessed for each.  

Snead announced that Jennifer Hall of the House of Hounds had attended the Council Work Session and that they had a good discussion.  This enterprise is continuing to look for a place in order to provide a no-kill shelter for local animals.  Right now, our Animal Control officer is taking these creatures to Sage Animal Clinic and those not claimed after 5 days are going to Kansas City to a no-kill shelter there.

Representative Patricia Pike has invited City Council members, the Senior Center directors and the Ministerial Alliance to a meeting on December 6 at the Flaming Lantern beginning at 10:00 am to re-consider what to do about the Sr. Taxi services.

Snead indicated that he had met with Tyler Green of the Citizens Bank and that they had begun the process of switching bank services.  He thought that all was going as planned and that we could begin processing checks after the 17th of December.

Snead reminded Council that filing for the April Election will start on December 17 at 8:00 am and will continue through January 21 at 5:00 pm.  Councilmen Garnett, Irick, Hall and Cook are up for re-election.

Mayor Henry and Mr. Snead have opened four bid proposals for the City’s auditing services and will include a report for Council to consider at the next Council Meeting.  Snead went over who had placed bids and that he had contacted references given by each.  He indicated that he had received good recommendations on all of them.
Snead mentioned that he is still working with the manufacturer of the Christmas lights.  They did send us replacement bulbs for the ones that fell out.  
Snead had sent the company several of the covers for their examination and will update Council on the results.  

Each year the Historic Preservation Commission must present a report of accomplishments to the state Certified Local Government.  The Commission was approved this last September as a CLG.  Snead included their first report prepared by Melissa Phillips, Chairman.


Lieutenant Wheatley approached Council with a request for 2 more cars.  He had received a State Bid contract from Bud Brown in St. Louis for 2 new Tahoe’s.  Since the bid expires on December 31, 2019, he was looking for permission to buy the vehicles now and apply it next year’s budget.  He was also looking at retiring the 2013 Dodge Charger and the 2014 Taurus currently in use.  Wheatley was hoping that in the future the City would consider getting into a leasing program in order to get and keep a better fleet.
