West gave a presentation about the sewer system for the city. Highlighting the different projects and studies that have been done over the years. West and the Public Works Director have put together a three year plan on how to tackle the sewer situation for the city.  This upcoming budget year $20,000 for a sewer lateral program, $10,000 for engineering the pond and $40,000 for manhole covers. 

Micro Seal project for the upcoming budget is going to cost around $200,000.00. We would be doing crack fill on most of the streets before the micro seal. 

The Fire Department has applied for a grant for new storm sirens. 

What to do with Business Licenses and businesses not complying with the ordinance? The ordinance states that if a business does not comply and get a license we can shut off their water. That we should look into amending this ordinance so that fines are done instead of shutting off the water. The City Attorney will look into this matter further and come back with an ordinance.
