Brown reported the finance committee met before city council. Mr. Pearson had given an in-depth presentation of the 2019-2020 audit to the committee. That the city is in good financial shape and received a clean audit. 


West reported that on August, 11 2020 the commission met and denied a request to vacate the alley way, between the county administration building and parking lot. Due to curbing, drainage and utility easement. Planning Commission did approve a lot split on Ott drive. The city is currently waiting on the City Attorney to formalize a request and present it to City Council.

A subcommittee was formed to review the engineering proposals for the airport. Public Works is doing repairs to the hangars damaged by the wind storm.
