Snead reported that the Butler Saddle Club had come to the special events committee for Hangin for Kalee event. It will be held on September 19 & 20 at the arena. The event will start at 10:00 am both days and run until 11:00 p.m. They did not need any further assistance from the City for the program.

Snead reported that the BHS homecoming parade will happen on Friday September 25. The School Board just made a decision last week about having the parade. The special event committee has reviewed the application and approved it. The parade will use the same route as last year.

Nitsche reported they are making progress with the Fair Board on a new lease agreement. They are meeting again on Wednesday September 23, 2020 at 6:00 p.m.

Liggins reported the committee met before City Council. That a proposal will come up tonight for a $.35 pay adjustment for all hourly employees. That the committee still realizes that the wages need to be adjusted. That job descriptions are being worked on for all employees.  




West reported that the Planning Commission had passed a conditional use permit for Local Leaf LLC. They had also approved the lot split at the Russell Stover property for FFE Transportation. Both of these items will come before City Council tonight for final approval. 

Brown reported that the Park Board met on September 11and had good attendance for meeting. There was talk about the Trail of Memories and planting new trees. That work is being done to get bids to start work on Sunset Park. That work is being done at the pool currently. That we should do something with the old pool house. It is currently looking rough and is in need of some up keep before it gets worse. The tennis courts also need work and possibly look at adding a pickle ball court. We also need to look at leveling the ground at the old swimming pool as well. 


The hourly employees are in need of a wage adjustment for this year. It has been recommended that a $0.35 hourly increase be given. Motion by Liggins to give all hourly employees a $0.35 hourly increase effective September 14, 2020, seconded by Sargent. Motion passed unanimously by a show of hands.
