	Fences, walls and hedges not exceeding four (4) feet in height measured from the surface of the ground to the top of the fence may be in any yard.  Fences, walls and hedges not exceeding six (6) feet in height measured from the surface of the ground to the top of the fence may be in rear and side yards; provided, on corner lots such fence, wall of hedge shall be set back at least twenty (20) feet from the property line parallel to and abutting the street.  Fences, walls and hedges exceeding six (6) feet in height are not permitted.

FENCE MATERIAL											

	Fences shall be constructed of materials commonly recognized and sold as fencing such as chain link, woven wire, wood pickets, slats or poles.  Barbed wire, razor wire, fences with sharp points or edges; and fences constructed of metal panels, wood panels or plastic panels are prohibited.

PROPERTY LINE

	It shall be the responsibility of property owners to determine the location of property lines, so fences do not encroach on easements, alleys, rights-of-way or adjoining properties.

FENCE PERMIT APPICATIONS REQUIRE A PLAN TO BE SUBMITTED WITH THE APPLICATION.  THE PLAN SHOULD INCLUDE THE PROPERTY WHERE THE FENCE WILL BE ADDED INCLUDING ANY BUILDINGS.  DIMENSIONS OF THE FENCE SHOULD BE INCLUDED.
